               In reply to your above email dated 25/12/2014 and concerning our Service issues please be advised that according to para.1a, art. 10 , Law 4276/2014 (OG 155A) as it is amended by Law 4276/2014 (OG 155A): « The private pleasure boats flying either Greek or EU Member states flag is provided with a Private Pleasure Yacht Maritime Traffic Document issued by any Port Authority regardless the place of docking or by the Port Authority of the first Hellenic port of arrival. The duration of the Private Pleasure Yacht Maritime Traffic Document is open-ended and subjected to annual endorsement by the Port Authority. »
              According  to  Para. 5 of  Ministerial Decision No. 3342 /14 /2000 (OG. B 392/24-03-2000) as it is modified by the Ministerial Decision No. 4113.147/2001 (OG B 615/23-05-2001) « The private pleasure boat entry in the relevant box is made after Captain’s or Skipper’s care during ship’s arrival and departure and it is provided to the Port Authority to be endorsed»
             In paragraph 9 of the aforementioned Ministerial Decision it is also defined the cost of the Private Pleasure Yachts Maritime Traffic Document issue which amounts to 10.000 drachmas (29,35 euro). The payment of this fee in order to obtain this Private Pleasure Yachts Maritime Traffic Document can be made to local Tax Offices or online at the following e-address:
